Apple wants to sit on the fence dealing with us and staying 100% pure After many
discussions, Apple really wants to do their own VM (and is willing to take an IP infusion from us, if they can Continue to
follow the 100% pu-e ava tine and deliver JDK 1 2 earlier than mtd 99) From an applet perspecrtve, we’ve helped
Java on the Mac witi’ lE 4. The current MS VM is a differentiator for tE. If both lE and Nay use the same VM. applet
performance ceases to De a differeritiator for the browser but Netscape/JavaSofvApple are forced to invest in the VM
(rot just API’s) to meet the performance/stability bar we set [performance deltas: MRJ.2x, Nav:JXI Could be that
Mac users interested in Java will be forcec to use IE 4 0 until MRJ catches up and that Apples investment in perf work
will delay JDK 1.2 deployment on Mac.

One of the messages we’ve been delivering from a platform perspective is that DHTMLJCSS is a better option for
dynamic Web content than Java. The message we’re trying to craft with Apple/Metrowerks is that Java is a
programming language and should leverage J/Direct to target native API’s.

Aople does get their VM deployed as “default (eventually “exclusive) in the “default” browser shipped with their OS
We get our API’s deployed in pemaps the only VM on Mac, reinforcing Java-is-a-language-not-a-platform, while
minimizing our investment.
